Weight Allowance

1. For teams that qualify for the State Dual
Championship, each wrestler's weights from
district and the state championships (if a
qualifier) must be entered into the weight
management program (Trackwrestling)
so that the weigh-in sheets reflect the
correct descent plan for that wrestler at
the State Dual Championship weigh-ins.
Each wrestler will get a 4 pound weight
allowance from scratch weight. Example:
the 120 pound weight class would be able
to weigh 124 per NFHS Rules.

2. No wrestler will be allowed to weigh-in and
compete at a weight class lower than the
weight that they qualify for according to
their individual weight loss plan and that
they have competed in during the regular
season.

3. A contestant shall not wrestle more than
one weight class above that class for which
the actual weight, at the time of weigh-in,
qualifies the competitor for. (NFHS Rule
4-4-3)
