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STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLE ON CONDUCT

includes ensuring that common courtesy is shown for all persons, insuring tranquility for all, and being
responsible that no one person abuses their liberties to the detriment of other persons.

As the educational leaders of Nebraska’s school system, we firmly support Nebraska schools and
communities in proactively involving teachers, administrators, students, parents, and community
members in developing and maintaining a positive school and community culture that supports
learning opportunities for all persons, and ensures that respect and courtesy are shown to all
persons.

Conduct by any person that does not show respect for and courtesy of other persons in Nebraska

schools and any school activity is prohibited and shall not be tolerated — period.
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
